3. Are there dwelling(s) on the property?  Personal or real? 

4. If yes to above question (3), is it commercial or residential?

5. Does the real property have a common street address?

6. Is the judgment debtors interest in the real property that of a leasehold estate?

7. If yes to above question (6), is the unexpired term on the levy more or less than two years remaining?

8. Is the judgment debtor (whose interest is being levied) a natural person?  Still living?

9. Are the debtors whose interest is being levied, that which is held in a revocable or irrevocable living trust?

10. Are there any “Record Owners” or third persons having a recorded interest in the real property?

11. Are there lien holders on the real property?

12. Do you have an Order/Judgment to sale the dwelling? (If there is a dwelling)

13. Will the sale of the property be subject to the right of redemption for a deficiency judgment ordered against the debtor?
